“On Monday, October 22" our Outreach Team will hit the streets to get the
message out that it's the last chance to register to vote in this Presidential
election,” said Dean Logan, Los Angeles County Registrar-Recorder/County
Clerk, “With the launch of Online Voter Registration, there is no excuse not to
register to vote. We have made it easy to register on our website.”
(www.lavote.net) Eligible citizens must register by Monday, October 22 at
midnight in order to vote in the November 6 General Election.

Los Angeles County residents who are U.S. Citizens and will be at least 18 years
of age by Election Day can register to vote. Persons already registered but, who
have moved, legally changed their name, or recently completed a sentence for a
felony conviction should re-register to vote.
