In order to be counted, ballots cast by mail must be returned by the RR/CC by 8
p.m. on March 5. Vote by Mail ballots may also be returned in person to the
RR/CC Headquarters or delivered to any polling place in the cities of Bell and
Cudahy before the polls close at 8 p.m.
