» Sunday October 28, 2012: 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

* Saturday November 3, 2012: 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

» Sunday November 4, 2012: 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

» Tuesday November 6, 2012 (Election Day): 7 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Voters may also vote early by requesting a Vote by Mail ballot. The last day to request a
Vote by Mail ballot is October 30, 2012.
