E+3 TO BE COUNTED
Any vote-by-mail ballot cast shall be deemed timely
if it is received by the elections official via the United
States Postal Service or a bona fide private mail
delivery company no later than three days after
Election Day and either of the following is satisfied:
1. The ballot is postmarked on or before Election
Day, or, 2. If the ballot has no postmark, a postmark
with no date, or an illegible postmark, the vote-by-
mail ballot identification envelope is date stamped
by the election official upon receipt of the vote-by-
mail ballot from the United States Postal Service or
a bona fide private mail delivery company, and is
signed and dated pursuant to Section 3011 on or
before Election Day.

If any candidate receives a majority of all votes cast at the special primary election, he or
she shall be declared elected and the special general election shall not be held.
(E.C. 8 10705)

If no candidate receives a majority of votes cast at the special primary election, the names
of the top two vote getters shall be placed on the special general election ballot.
